ANTIQUE AND ODD SIZE BEDS

INSTRUCTION FOR MEASURING 

1. SET UP THE BED & FRAME WHERE YOU HAVE PLENTY OF ROOM TO MOVE AROUND. 

2. FIND A SECOND PERSON. IT HELPS.

3. PLEASE MAKE YOUR MEASUREMENTS IN INCHES.

4. USE A GOOD TAPE MEASURE, NOT A YARD STICK, IT’S EASIER.

5. MEASURE RAIL LENGTH, HEADBOARD HOOK IN TO FOOTBOARD HOOK IN ON BOTH SIDES. THE SIDES MAY NOT BE EVEN.

6. MEASURE HEAD TO FOOT, FROM HEAD BOARD TO FOOT BOARD.

7. MEASURE RAIL WIDTH OUTER EDGE TO OUTER EDGE. DO THIS IN SEVERAL PLACES ALONG THIS EDGE. THE FRAME MAY NOT BE EVEN.

8. MEASURE RAIL WIDTH INNER EDGE TO INNER EDGE. DO THIS IN SEVERAL PLACES. THE FRAME MAY NOT BE EVEN.

9. MEASURE FOR MAXIMUM HEIGHT THAT THE FRAME CAN USE. STANDARD THICKNESS FOR MODERN MATTRESSES STACKED ON A FOUNDATION IS 16 INCHES. SOME BEDS REQUIRE THINNER FINISHES SO THAT THE HEADBOARDS ARE NOT COVERED, SOME NEED THICKER ONES.  

10. MOST HEAD BOARDS AND FOOT BOARDS FIT FLUSH AGAINST A WALL. IF YOURS DOES NOT DUE TO BOW ENDS OR OTHER FLOUISHES MEASURE THEM. IF NECESSARY MAKE A TEMPLATE USING STURDY CARDBOARD

11. CHECK FOR OBSTRUCTIONS SUCH AS CORNER BLOCKS, ANGLE IRONS LARGE BED POSTS OR LEG ATTACHMENTS. PLEASE MEASURE AND NOTE WHERE THESE OBSTRUCTIONS APPEAR ON THE FRAME.

12. MORE MEASURING IS BETTER THAN LESS AND FRACTIONS OF INCHES COUNT.

13. DON’T BE SURPRISED MOST ANTIQUE BEDS WERE MADE SHORTER AND NARROWER THAN MODERN BEDS.

 NOTE: MATTRESS SIZES HAVE BEEN STANDARDIZED.
